Storefront Academy Charter Schools (hereinafter referred to as the School Food Authority or SFA) is
requesting proposals for Vended Meal Service for the 2024-25 school year from qualified School Food
Service Vendors (Vendor).

Storefront Academy Charter Schools is a charter school network and will have two school sites in the
2024-2025 school year. The South Bronx campus is located at 609 Jackson Avenue, Bronx, NY 10455 and
will serve 300 students in grades K-5 in SY 2024-2025. The Harlem campus is located at 445 East 115th
Street, NY, NY 10029 and will serve 120 students in grades K-5 in SY 2024-2025.

RESPONSE DATE AND DELIVERY

Vended Meal Companies should submit proposals by 12:00 PM EDT on May 31, 2024. Proposals must
be submitted by email to Storefront Academy Charter Schools at food@storefrontacademycs.org prior
to the deadline.

Any proposal submitted after the 12:00 PM deadline on May 31, 2024 will not be accepted by the SFA
and automatically disqualified from the bid process.

PURPOSE

This solicitation is to secure a contract for the operation of a vended food service program providing
breakfast, lunch and snack at Storefront Academy Charter Schools for school year 2024-25, with the
option, by mutual-agreement, for four (4) one-year renewals.

Respondents should not construe from this legal notice that the SFA intends to enter a fixed-price
contract with the Respondent unless, in the opinion of the SFA, it is in the best interest of the SFA to do
so. The SFA reserves the right to negotiate final contractual terms with the successful Respondent.

The SFA reserves the right to reject any or all proposals, and to waive any errors or corrections in a
proposal or in the proposal process. The SFA will award the contract based on a review and analysis of
the proposals that determines which proposal best meets the needs of the SFA. Following the review
and analysis of all responsive proposals, the SFA will make a recommendation to their Board of Directors
at its regularly scheduled meeting.
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SCOPE OF WORK

The vendor will supply breakfast, lunch and snack to Storefront Academy Charter Schools,
hereinafter referred to as the School Food Authority or SFA, that comply with the nutritional standards
established by the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) for the National School Lunch
Program (NSLP) and School Breakfast Program (SBP). The vendor will prepare meals off-site in a facility
that maintains the appropriate state and local health certifications and will package and deliver these
meals in accordance with the food safety guidelines of the appropriate governing health departments.
Vendors must submit with their bid a copy of the current state and local health certifications.

GENERAL VENDOR RESPONSIBILITIES

a.

The vendor shall provide the services required by this RFP in accordance with generally accepted
standards of care and best practices in the industry.

Vendor shall deliver meals to location(s) at times specified by SFA.

Vendor is expected to follow all regulations of the NSLP in accordance with USDA and NYSED
guidelines. Daily meal production records, transport records, and temperature logs (departure
and arrival) are to be recorded and maintained on site in an organized manner. All meals are to
follow the USDA meal pattern for the ages served at the school.

Vendor will provide and include in the per meal price the necessary condiments, utensils,
serving trays/boats, and napkins in sufficient quantity for the number of meals ordered.

Vendor shall be responsible for the condition or care of meals until they are delivered to the
school.

The vendor shall be responsible for providing meals and menus appropriate for the age of the
students served and acceptable to students evidenced by a minimum of plate waste and
participation levels.

Vendor shall provide to SFA a monthly menu detailing the meals to be served for the following
month, no later than two (2) weeks prior to the end of each month.

When requested by the SFA, the Vendor shall provide SFA with bag lunches for field trips. All
meals for field trips must meet the appropriate meal pattern requirements and be reimbursable
under the NSLP.

Vendor shall maintain all necessary records on the nutritional components and quantities of the
meals served at the SFA and make said records available for inspection by the SFA, the NYSED,
and the USDA, upon request.

Vendor shall provide meal production records and transport records for all meals delivered, to
be provided to the SFA at the time of delivery.

The vendor is required to substitute food components of the meal pattern for students with
disabilities in accordance with 7 C.F.R. §210.10(m) when the disability restricts their diet and is



permitted to make substitutions for students without disabilities when they are unable to eat
regular meals because of a medical or special dietary need.

I.  Delivery drivers shall:
i. Place hot food directly in the warmer/oven upon delivery.
ii. Place cold food directly in the refrigerator upon delivery.
iii. Remove utensils, crates, and trays from school at each delivery.
v. Provide field trip lunches as requested a day early and place in school refrigerator.

GENERAL SFA RESPONSIBILITIES

a. The SFA shall approve the menus for meals and other food to be served or sold to students to
ensure compliance with the rules and regulations of the state of New York and the United States
Department of Agriculture. The SFA must authorize any deviations from the approved menu
cycle.

b. The SFA may request menu changes periodically throughout the Term of the Contract and shall
inform the vendor of any adjustments to menus and monitor implementation of adjustments.

c. The SFA orders meals on a weekly basis for each site for each type of meal to be delivered. The
SFA can increase or decrease the number of meals ordered or cancel deliveries on a 24-hour
notice to the vendor.

d. The SFA shall be responsible for receiving medical statements regarding students’
disabilities/special dietary needs and shall ensure the vendor complies with all special dietary
accommodation requirements. Substitutions are made on a case-by-case basis and must be
supported by a statement of the need for substitutes that includes the recommended alternate
foods.

PAYMENT TERMS

a. Vendor shall issue the SFA an invoice for the previous month’s meals no later than the 15th day
of each month which itemizes the previous month's delivery. Vendor agrees to forfeit payment
for meals which are not delivered, are spoiled or unwholesome at the time of delivery, or do not
otherwise meet the meal requirements contained in this Agreement. No payment shall be made
for meals that cannot be claimed for reimbursement unless discussed and agreed upon by the
Vender and the SFA.

b. SFA shall review all invoices for accuracy and will pay invoices within 60 days of receipt of a
correct invoice.

EQUIPMENT

a. The SFA shall provide refrigerators, coolers, warmers, ovens and/or any other equipment
required for food service.
a. This school site will have a warming/serving kitchen and does not have a kitchen to
support on-site cooking.



b. The SFA shall retain title to all SFA-owned property and equipment when placed in service. The
SFA shall provide complete maintenance, repair, and replacement services for all SFA-owned
property and equipment.

c. The Vendor shall provide written notification to the SFA of any equipment belonging to the
vendor within ten (10) days of its placement on SFA premises.

d. The Vendor shall retain title to all vendor-owned property and equipment when placed in
service. The vendor shall provide, at no cost to the SFA, complete maintenance, repair, and
replacement services for all vendor-owned property and equipment.

e. Upon expiration or termination of the Contract, it shall be the vendor’s responsibility to remove
all vendor-owned property and equipment within a timely manner and without damage to SFA

facilities.

PACKAGING REQUIREMENTS

a. Hot meal unit—packaging suitable for maintaining components at temperatures in accordance
with state and local health standards. Container and overlay should have an airtight closure, be
of non-toxic material, and be capable of withstanding temperatures of 135°F.

b. Cold meal unit or unnecessary to heat—container and overlay to be plastic or paper and of non-
toxic material.

c. Sack meals must be in white or brown paper bags or in boxes with enough strength to hold
meals without tearing or ripping.

d. Meals shall be delivered with the following items: condiments, straws for milk, napkins, single
service ware, serving trays/boats, and serving utensils if needed. Vendor shall include all non-

food items that are necessary for the meal to be eaten.

DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

a. Meals must be delivered in accordance with the approved menu cycle.

b. The vendor shall provide a delivery slip with the date and the number of meals delivered. The
driver must sign the delivery slip at the time of delivery. The SFA authorized representative or
his/her designee must sign the delivery slip and verify the condition and quantity of the meals
received.

c. Meals must be delivered in closed-topped, sanitary vehicles.
d. Meals must be delivered in clean, sanitary transporting containers that maintain the proper

temperatures of food and are food-grade containers approved by the local or state health
departments.



e. When an emergency prevents the vendor from delivering meals, the vendor shall notify the SFA-
authorized representative or his/her designee immediately by phone of the emergency and
when the meals will be delivered.

f. The SFA reserves the right to inspect and determine the quality of food delivered. The SFA may
reject and not pay for any meals or components of meals that are unwholesome, judged as poor
quality, damaged, incomplete either due to inadequate portion sizes or missing number of meal
components, or delivered in unsanitary conditions such as incorrect temperatures.

g. The SFA will not pay for deliveries made later than the regularly scheduled lunch periods as
listed on Attachment L, or as otherwise stated in this Contract. Vendors should include their
proposed delivery schedule with their submission. Daily delivery is preferred.

h. All refrigerated food shall be delivered at an internal temperature of 40°F or below. No frozen
food will be allowed. All hot food shall be delivered with an internal temperature of 135°F or

above.

PROPOSAL SUBMISSION AND AWARD

Proposals are to be submitted by email to Storefront Academy Charter Schools,
food@storefrontacademycs.org, prior to the deadline. The SFA reserves the right to reject any or all
proposals, if deemed to be in the best interest of the SFA.

Award shall be made to the qualified and responsible Vendor whose proposal is deemed in the best
interest of the SFA by the evaluation process. Vendor must fully inform themselves as to the conditions,
requirements and specifications before submitting proposal.

INCURRED COSTS

The SFA is not liable for any cost incurred by the Vendor prior to the signing of a contract.

CONTACT TERM

This contract shall be for a period of one (1) year beginning on July 1, 2024 and ending June 30, 2025
with up to four (4) one- year renewals with mutual-agreement between the SFA and the Vendor.

The Food Service program shall meet all requirements of the National School Lunch Program of the
United States Department of Agriculture, and the New York State Education Department.

The SFA shall retain ultimate control over meal prices, and all appropriate elements of the food service
program.

Terms of the actual agreement with the successful Vendor will be developed through negotiation to be
consistent with the rights reserved by the SFA as described by USDA rules and regulations.

There will be a mandatory pre-proposal meeting with a taste test held at each school site. Vendors must
attend both taste test meetings in order to be considered responsive.
